Parking reminders

The weather 15 poing to get colder soon, and we all want to keep our students safe and warm.
Here are a few reminders:

School property:

All parking stalls on school property are assigned to staff and are reserved for their nse from
0730 uatil 16:00 (or 4:00 pm). Do not park in the stalls on the west side of the school.

Morning drop-ofi:

If you plan to leave your vehicle and walk your student to their meeting place, please find
street parking (see below) and walk in

When driving into school property, please stay left. The busses use the right side of the
driveway. You may step out of your vehicle to help vour student out, but yvou cannot walk
away from your vehicle.

When leaving school property, you nmst turn right into Akins Drive. Watch for this sign as
you exit school property.

After-school pick up:

When picking up your student at the end of the school day, you nmst not drive onto school property.
The driveway is only for school busses, after-school-care busses and other vehicles anthorized by the school.

The only private vehicles permitted to enter the parking lot will belong to the custodial staff who start their shift at
15:00 {or 3:00 pm).

Street Parking:

The cwrb in front of the school 15 a NO STOPPING zone. This means that vou cannot stop to
drop off or pickup students, even with the vehicle moning and the driver behind the wheel.
Not even for “just a second”™.

Parking is not permitted in the crosswallk. There are two crosswalk lines and two stop lines. Do not park between the
stop lines.

Parking is not permitted within 15 feet (3 meters) of the fire hydrant. If vou follow the crosswalk rules above, you will
be far enough away from the fire hydrant.




Do not block driveways. Your bumper should be at least 5 feet away from the edge of the dnveway. The spacing of
most houses permits 2 vehicles to park. though some are only large enough for 1 vehicle. Further away from the school
there are larger sets of parking.

Also consider parking around Alpine Park. and walking into the back of the school, especially if your students are in
grades K to 4.

Parking patrollers are on duty to keep our students safe. Please follow their instructions.
